Brother Knights,

Ten days ago, all of us received a letter from our Supreme Knight stating, “We have to extend our hands to our fellow
Christians who are in dire need and severely suffering from violent persecution.” This is in response to the call of Pope
Francis that we Christians should not just remain ‘complicit silent’ in place; rather open our lives to refugees in order to
end this crisis.
