Brother Knights,

I want to share a reflection of the “Lord’s Prayer” for your Lenten journey. Just like the disciples of Jesus,
we know what we need to pray, but do we understand what we pray? This is the perfect time to break down
the prayer that Jesus gave us, and to work on understanding his words. It isn’t just the words He uses that
are important, but the attitude of mind and heart that should accompany them.

Thy Kingdom come - expresses our longing for Him.
