The following story is from the Worcester Wreath Company website: Morrill Worcester, owner of Worcester Wreath Company of Harrington, Maine, was a 12 year old paper boy for the Bangor Daily News when he won a trip to Washington, DC. His first trip to the nation’s capital was one he would never forget, and Arlington National Cemetery made an especially indelible impression on him. This experience followed him throughout his life and successful career in business, reminding him that his good fortune was due, in large part, to the values of this nation and the veterans who made the ultimate sacrifice for their country. 





In 1992, Worcester Wreath found themselves with a surplus of wreaths nearing the end of the holiday season. With the help of Maine Sen. Olympia Snowe, arrangements were made for the wreaths to be placed at Arlington in one of the older sections of the cemetery, a section which had been receiving fewer visitors with each passing year. As plans were underway, a number of other individuals stepped up to help. The annual tribute went on quietly for several years, until 2005, when a photo of the stones at Arlington adorned with wreaths and covered in snow, circulated around the internet. Suddenly, the project received national attention. In 2007, the Worcester family, along with veterans and other groups and individuals, formed Wreaths Across America, a non-profit, to continue the effort.
