The Greater Baltimore Center for Pregnancy Concevhih operates on Catholic Church-owned property,
helps nearly 10,000 women a year facing unplannegnancies. Volunteers aid more than 1,200 low-
income women each year with basic services likgmaacy tests, sonograms, baby and maternity clothes
parenting classes, and job placement -- all frezhafge, and counsel more than 8,000 local womepegae
through a 24-hour helpline.

In 2009, a city ordinance forced the Center toegitiefer for abortions or display government aloorti
messaging on the walls of their property, in violatof their mission and conscience. In 2010,Gketer

sued the mayor and city council of Baltimore. 012 the Center won, but the government appealed.
Finally, in January 2018, the Fourth Circuit CoofrAppeals ruled in favor of the Center, confirmihgt the
government has no business using compelled speenhke people “renounce and forswear what they have
