Each year, 
from early March through mid-December, Silver Roses are stewarded by 
the Knights of Columbus councils along routes from Canada to Mexico.

addressed the effort in culture of life terms, referring to the Our Lady of 
Guadalupe – One Life, One Rose Program. He urged that it be expanded to 
every North American jurisdiction.
