Missouri Religious Information Fund

VOCATION FUND AWARDS

Two awards: (1) Most Donated for Vocations; (2) Most Donated Per Member for Vocations.  Donations include State Vocation Fund and any and all other donations for vocations.
MEMBERSHIP AWARDS

An award is given for Auxiliaries with the largest number of reported new members.  Membership should be very important to us and should be rewarded. (This is reported on the End of Year forms. Every Auxiliary is required to submit a completed End of the Year Report for your Assembly/Auxiliary to the Ladies Auxiliary Chairpersons by March 15, 2021.)
15 and Under Award

This award is for an Auxiliary that have less than 15 members, had membership growth, submitted an Auxiliary Lady of the Year, participated in some form of continual notification by email, Facebook or newsletter update to their members and other Missouri State Ladies Auxiliaries.

HOT PINK SHEET (Officers and Membership Information) Date deadline, post marked by June 1.
Every Assembly/Auxiliary is required to fill out the Hot Pink Sheet and return it to the Ladies Auxiliary Chairpersons.  This form is distributed at the Area meetings and also located on the State Web Site. This form will request the 2021-2022 Officers and Auxiliary Presidents name, address, phone number, e-mail address and the number of Assembly/Auxiliary members.  The information is used to compile the State Directory and mailing list used for all state mailings.  The membership numbers are used to set quotas for R.I.B., State Vocation Fund, Special Olympics, and Outstanding Ladies Auxiliary Awards.
STATE CONVENTION FORMS

Every Assemblies/Auxiliaries are asked to fill out and return the required State Convention forms.  Due by March 15.  The forms needed are: (1) End of the Year Auxiliary Report Form; (2) Lady of the Year Nominee Form; (3) Newsletter Entry Forms.

Assemblies/Auxiliary Scrapbooks are to be brought to the State Convention in April. This year the scrapbooks will be displayed Friday evening and Saturday morning for display and judging. Information about judging will be discussed at the Area Meetings.

One meeting in each of the six areas is scheduled each fall.  RSVP and attendance is required for the Outstanding Ladies Assembly/Auxiliary award. Any Assembly/Auxiliary is welcome to host the meeting for the next year. Ladies are also invited to attend the District Deputy meetings held in July and January of each year.
