I might be stretching the truth if I said that I’ve 
been thinking about the priorities and focus of 
my term as your State Deputy for only the 
past month or two.  Truth be told, I was think-
ing about that even before I decided to run for 
election as State Warden.  I also admit that I 
haven’t exactly been consistent in my think-
ing.  The challenges and issues that were at 
forefront in 2008 have been or are continuing 
to be addressed – thankfully.  But new priori-
ties have emerged.  Each year we have con-
fronted and we have taken on the challenges 
and issues of the time. 
 
So then, what will be the priorities and issues 
that will define my term as your State Depu-
ty?    
 
Obviously it is much too early to begin de-
scribing what we did during my term, but if 
you will, please allow me opportunity to start 
sketching the picture for what we will be do-
ing.  There will be much paint left to put on 
that picture, but isn’t that what life is all 
about??  We don’t always know, but with a 
trust in God, that He has a plan for us to be 
the best we can be, it will be an enjoyable 
journey. 
 
Let’s begin by imagining for a moment that 
we are back in January/February 1882, in 
and around the east coast of North America.  
What was it like back in those days?  The 
Catholic Church was under attack.  Catholics 
were being persecuted and discriminated 
against.  The poor, the needy and the outcast 
– the most vulnerable, need a helping hand.  
Society was evolving.  Family values were 
changing.  The explorers lead the way for the 
settlers, who now were turning the reins over 

to the pioneers.  The way of life was chang-
ing.  This is the backdrop to the life and times 
of Father Michael J McGivney, that parish 
priest who founded the Knights of Columbus 
on March 29, 1882.  He founded the Knights 
to meet the needs of his parishioners at that 
time.  He and the Knights of Columbus devel-
oped programs to strengthen the Church and 
parish life and build healthy, caring and com-
passionate communities by helping  those in 
need; and he developed a fraternal benefit 
society including insurance for members to 
protect the financial security of the family.   
 
Fast forward to 2016 and what do we find?  
The year is different, the world that much 
smaller, BUT - -The Catholic Church is under 
attack.  Catholics are being persecuted and 
discriminated against.  Our Bishops, Priests 
and Clergy need our solidarity.  In Jesus’ 
homeland Catholics are being killed because 
of their beliefs.  The poor and most vulnera-
ble need a helping hand.  The pioneers have 
given the reins to the industrial age and now 
the information age.  Family values are 
changing.  Our way of life is changing.  The 
needs of society in 1882 that Father Michael 
J McGivney sought to address through the 
Knights of Columbus, though different, are as 
prevalent today as they were in 1882.  We 
are called upon to be leaders, families of ser-
vice “Building the Domestic Church – While 
Strengthening Our Parish”  
 
In a way it is disheartening to think that in 
these past 134 years we haven’t solved all of 
the world’s problems.  But more dishearten-
ing, think about a world without the Knights of 
Columbus.  Think about all the good deeds 
that would not have been done, or will be 
done.  Good deeds Order-wide; Good Deeds 
in our community; Good deeds in our Parish 
and Church.  If not you and I, who would 
have been there to do it.  We have made a 
difference in a world that desperately needs 
good men.  And we will continue to meet 
those needs.  Not just you and I, but new 
Knights.  We are and will be the men that 
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other men want to be with – a force for good in this land. 
 
Being the men that other men will want to be with begins 
with a focus on our State Council Mission: 
 

The Knights of Columbus of Sas-
katchewan, in the name of Jesus 
Christ and through the intercession 
of Our Lady of Guadalupe, strive to 
build the Catholic Church by devel-
oping the spiritual growth of them-
selves and their families, serving 
parishes, building communities, and 
by evangelizing all people according 
to the principles of Charity, Unity, 
Fraternity and Patriotism. 

 
To fulfill our Mission we must develop ourselves, grow our 
Membership and provide Programs – to meet the needs of 
the parish, community and province. 
 
Programs and membership are like a good pair of winter 
gloves – having only one glove just doesn’t do – both go 
hand in hand – in Saskatchewan winters you need both 
gloves.  We need new members for rejuvenation, creating 
opportunities for new leaders and sustaining our programs 
and good works.  We need strong programs to attract and 
retain members.  When we ask a potential new member to 
join us – to belong – the # 1 question they ask – “what do 
you do???”.  Programs are our #1 recruitment, retention, 
and rejuvenation tool 
 
It is Membership always, by each one of us – it is not a 
special or separate program requiring additional extraordi-
nary effort – but rather it is an everyday effort; with Recruit-
ment and Retention – through programs.  We are always 
asking men to join us – everyday.  To help us be the men 
other men want to be with. 
 
Where we may see more of a focus, or refocus, is with Uni-
ty and Fraternity.  We are “A Family of Councils”.  And 
what do we do as Family??  What do we do as Saskatche-
wan Prairie Families?  We build the Domestic Church – We 
support one another, in good times and in not so good 
times.  We join hands and help our neighbour – we have a 
Barn Building Bee – whatever is needed.   
 
We will work together as a strong team.  Councils, District 
Deputies, Program Directors and State Officers.  We will 
work collaboratively, supportive of one another, and cele-
brate our successes. 
 
The Catholic Church in Saskatchewan is evolving, the 
Knights of Columbus of Saskatchewan is likewise evolving.  
We are getting older.  We are getting tired.  Knights of Co-
lumbus is feeling like “work”.  But like the times in 1882 
when the venerable Father Michael J McGivney founded 
this great Order – the times today cry out for the need of a 
strong, active, vibrant Knights of Columbus.  We will be 
united and we will be fraternal.  We will enjoy our activities 

as they spring from the heart as BIG FAMILY.   
 
We will focus on rejuvenation of Councils and build capaci-
ty/leadership for Strong Councils with priorities of Family, 
Young Adults and Youth (Building the Domestic Church). 
 
It would be my hope that we all believe that the Saskatche-
wan Knights of Columbus is:  
 

A Family of Councils sharing Love, Joy and Hope 
 
Family – Is Unity and Fraternity; the comfort of home; 

the excitement of belonging, giving of self; mother, 
father, brother and sister. 

Love - The Greatest Commandment – loving our God 
and loving our neighbour as ourselves; Our behav-
ior is guided by Love, not a sense of duty; from the 
heart; compassion; Mercy; forgiveness 

Joy - as in the Joy of the Gospels; Peace; Birth of Je-
sus; Joy of Family; the Resurrection at Easter and 
life everlasting;  

Hope - a world that thrives in peace; people supporting 
one another to be the best that they can be; Father 
McGivney's vision; an expectation/anticipation in 
the eternal life everlasting

State Chaplain’s Reflection for September 15, 2016    
 
Dear Brother Knights, 

 

I hope you have had a chance to get some time to relax and spend time with family and friends. Even a change of venue is some-

what relaxing, even though you might have upset your canoe in the lake like I did just a few days ago. More about that in a mi-

nute.  

 

We have just finished the Family Camp called Cana Continues at Madge Lake, SK. It was a great time for spiritual reflection with 

4 families on the importance of staying offline and learning to communicate with each other face to face. We set times for supper 

as individual families. We cooked as families and did chores as families. No texting or connecting with personal friends for one 

week! All the necessary things that needed to happen got done, but we did them as families. It reminded me of the example spo-

ken of at the organizational meeting last month.  

 

Soil is packed with potential, packed with nutrients and energy. A grain of wheat has beauty and food value with the potential 

to feed the hungry.    

 

Likewise, a parish (the soil) can nurture this seed with scripture and sacraments.  Your family (the grain of wheat) will not 

fulfill its potential to grow and multiply and feed others without soil.  

A family fully alive is in the soil of a parish. Further, an important organization suited to bring this about is the Knights of 

Columbus. 

 

Knights must be the example of praying with their families, celebrating the sacraments as a family and thus, witnessing as a fami-

ly.  

I was in only 8 feet of water but I had my life jacket on. The wind was getting too much for my canoe as I fished. My anchor un-

hooked, I turned too quickly to check on it and into the water I went. I made it to shore just 75 yards away. Then I retrieved my 

anchor (the yellow rope floated) and my fishing rod (the hook floated as well).  The methodic 15 minutes fishing trip ended up 

taking 2 hours after drying out my wallet. All I caught was my breath.  

 

Water the seed that your family is for God (but don’t go overboard). Be a family fully alive – strengthening your parish.

Raising Awareness About Life Insurance—Mark Lewans, GA 
 
Each September since 2003 has been designated as Life Insurance 
Awareness Month.  Like most awareness-raising campaigns, Life Insur-
ance Awareness Month was created because there is an overwhelming 
lack of understanding of life insurance, its uses, its benefits, and its varia-
tions among the general public.  Each year, the Life Insurance Market 
Research Association (LIMRA) puts out the results from a recent survey, and unfortu-
nately, the numbers they report continue to be discouraging. 
 
A recent survey found that more than 75 percent of people polled did not have a per-
sonal financial advisor, even though 68 percent of them said their opinion of the cur-
rent economic conditions was somewhat unfavourable or very unfavourable. 
 
In other words, a majority of those surveyed were uncomfortable with the economy 
and the uncertainty it brings, yet they did not seek professional assistance.  Maybe 
they spoke with their friends and family.  Maybe they hoped the instability would go 
away on its own.  Maybe they did not know to whom to turn. 
 
If you fall into this category, please remember that as a member of the Knights of Co-
lumbus, you have a full-time, professional agent you can call your own.  Our primary 
responsibility is the care and service of your family’s life insurance, retirement and long
-term care needs.  We’ll answer your questions because we want your decisions to be 
informed ones.  We want to help. 
 
Another LIMRA statistic said 43 percent of people did not buy life insurance because 
they worry about “making the wrong decision.”  Talk with us, and afterwards, you’ll 
understand that the only wrong decision was not purchasing sooner to protect your 
family’s future. 
 
One outstanding agent who made a long career of 
serving his Knights of Columbus members was James 
Nestmann.  His 38 year career finished on May 31.

We finished first amongst the Canadian jurisdictions, earning the Jean Migneault Award for the second consecutive year. 

We were awarded the Circle of Honour for the second consecutive year. 

Last year, because we achieved all but one of the Supreme goals, we were awarded Circle of Honour Level II. 

We established a new council, The Sacred Heart Chaldean Council 2695 in Saskatoon. 

We registered 59 Round Tables. 

We reactivated 2 councils: Radville and Whitewood. 

We went from 17 inactive councils to 12. 

 

Ituna Council 5320, GK Michael Spilchuk, held a fundraising event that brought the community together to come to the 

aid of Kent Kozak, son of Danny and Barb Kozak who, as a result of a snowmobile accident, was immo-

bilized from the waist down.  The event raised $52,000.00.   This event was recognized by Supreme 

Council with the International Family Activity Award.  Brother Michael and his wife were awarded a 

trip to Supreme Convention at which time they were presented with this award. 

The Saskatchewan Family of the Year recipient, Dr. Jim McLean and his wife Maureen, were selected by Supreme as 

the first runner up for the International Family of the Year Award. 

District Deputy for District 1, Jean Duperreault and his wife Micheline, were a awarded a trip to Supreme Convention.  

Brother Jean’s name was selected amongst the District Deputies who had achieved Star District. 

 

We accomplished all this while continuing to conduct the many good charitable and fraternal programs that Saskatche-

wan Knights have been doing since the Knights of Columbus was established in our province.  This has been a tremen-

dous demonstration of our unity and dedication as Knights of Columbus.  We have shown that the KofC are alive and 

well in Saskatchewan.  Let’s continue to stand up for our Catholic principles, to putting our principles of charity, unity, 

and fraternity into action, while growing in our faith and inviting others to join with us so that we can do even more 

good.

I believe we will contin-
ue to be challenged in the months and years ahead as there will be those who will surely want more provi-
sions added within this Bill. We, as Knights of Columbus, most assuredly need be much more readily pre-
pared collectively in Saskatchewan and across Canada, to counter any move towards widening the scope of 
assisted suicide and euthanasia within our Country. 
As we move forward – how best can we, Brother Knights, expend our time and energies towards assisting 
with the defense of Life? 
As I envision our role, I am reminded of the gardener who upon encountering the many weeds that grow 
among the garden produce, he/she in order to separate the food from the non-produce must be diligent in 
order that the garden may yield results. The weeds continue to pop up. This is not unlike the task we, as 
Christians and Knights of Columbus have before us- we wish to serve God diligently however the Devil is 
always present to make the task very challenging. 
In no set order we are asked to consider the following during this Columbian year: 
• Continue to speak out in defense of a “Culture of Life” in as informative and articulate manner you are able.

• Continue actions that are indicative of our support for the K of C International Day of the Unborn Child 
which is observed each March 25.

This includes the ‘Life Chain’, ‘March for Life’ and ‘ Millennium Cross Pilgrimage’ to name some that are held, 
most regularly, on a yearly basis. 
• We have a moral duty to attempt all we can, within our ability and power (with God’s help) to reach out to 
assist when and where we are able towards protecting the most vulnerable in society. Continue to sign peti-
tions that will assist those who continue their fight to protect the rights of the unborn, the marginalized, the 
Elderly, the physical and mentally challenged. This also includes the petition that speaks on behalf of the 
Medical Doctors and Physicians who, morally and conscientiously, oppose euthanasia and assisted suicide.

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Saskatchewan Interfaith Statement on Freedom of Conscience and Palliative Care  
 

Presented to the Legislative Assembly of Saskatchewan on June 21, 2016  

 
The legal and parliamentary proceedings over the past year on Physician Assisted Suicide and  
Euthanasia (also known as Physician Assisted Death) signal a critical moment in Canadian  
history. As Canadians, we all long to alleviate human suffering, even if we cannot agree about  
how best to achieve that good. Each person facing grave suffering and dying walks a unique and  
unrepeatable path that is ultimately their own; at the same time, family, friends, caregivers, and  
indeed the whole of society are impacted and evaluated by the care and love shared in our  
communities during life’s most challenging times. To care for one another is a great privilege,  
and we reject attitudes, laws, and practices that present persons who are suffering, vulnerable,  
and dying as a burden.  
 
We, the undersigned, though diverse in our beliefs and practices, commit to working towards  
these priorities wherever we can in our respective communities and urge our political leaders and  
community members to join in building a society of care and support for the suffering,  
vulnerable and dying among us:  
 
 We call for the protection of freedom of conscience for individuals and institutions.  

Even in the midst of complex structures and systems, health care is always provided to  
people by people. Rooted in the principles of civic and religious freedom, individuals and  
institutions should never be coerced to participate in an activity they deem to be immoral or  
contrary to their professional codes of conduct or moral beliefs and personal integrity.  
Whereas many healthcare professionals serve to preserve and protect human life, Physician  
Assisted Suicide and Euthanasia asks caregivers to participate in causing the death of the  
patient. In the implementation of legislation, policy and/or regulations, we are calling for  
resources and processes that allow the safe, timely, compassionate and effective transfer of  
care of anyone asking for Physician Assisted Suicide or Euthanasia to a setting and  
healthcare provider where that can be discussed and fully discerned, ever respectful of the  
values of the person, healthcare provider, and healthcare institution. Upholding the duty to  
care, we affirm together that, in the provision of care for others, no healthcare professionals  
or institutions should be required to perform an act that violates the individual or collective  
conscience.  

 We call for an action plan on hospice palliative care being accessible and available to all  
residents of Saskatchewan. Despite 96% of Canadians supporting hospice palliative care,  

only 16-30% of Canadians have access to and/or receive this care.1 Strong and growing  
research indicates that access to palliative care improves patient and caregiver experiences as  
well as decreases pressures in acute and long-term healthcare settings. Hospice palliative care  
provides support and relief in suffering for patients living with and dying from advanced  
illnesses, as well as support for their families and communities of care. Much more needs to  
be done to enhance the quality of life for patients and their families, during chronic,  
advanced, and terminal illness both in the days and weeks preceding death, as well as over  
the longer periods of time that people live with advanced and/or chronic illness at home. We  
call on governments, community-based organizations and all members of the community to  
work together towards accessible and affordable hospice palliative care so that no one in our

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society will face suffering or death alone, in pain, and/or without access to quality care. We  
call for an action plan that outlines systemic change in the access to, availability of, and  
funding for hospice palliative care.  

Access to Physician Assisted Suicide and Euthanasia in the absence of quality end of life care is  
not a real choice: the real option is quality hospice palliative care which will reduce the pressure  
to choose suicide that may be faced by the suffering, vulnerable, or dying among us. People  
deserve access to holistic care as they live through the process of their dying, and healthcare  
professionals and institutions deserve to be able to honour their consciences while caring for  
others.

Contingency Fund Projects 

The Sask K of C Charitable Foundation continues to work together with Councils and their members in funding projects 

and programs to support our faith, assist in a family crisis or improve the quality of life for those in need. 

We are currently partnering with Councils in the following projects.   

 

1.  Campion College - Give a Lift 

This project is in partnership with Campion College Council (#15955) & Regina Chapter.   

There is need for an accessibility lift to be built into the new Campion College front entry, to enable individuals with 

mobility challenges to access Campion building from the new underground tunnel being built to connect the residence 

towers to the College.   

This is only a small part of a massive building improvement project being undertaken by Campion College to make the 

entire facility more accessible.  The Regina Chapter together with the Sask K of C Charitable Foundation has accepted 

the challenge to raise the funds needed for this lift. 

2.  Mark Banga - Marriage & Family - John Paul II Institute  

This project is in partnership with Regina Monsignor Gerein Council 9859 

Mark & Maggie Banga joined the Camboni Lay Missionary Program and began a mission in Ethiopia in February 2010.  

Mark has served for 6 years at the Awassa Catholic Secretariat, the main diocesan coordinating office servicing the 

south of Ethiopia.  This experience has convinced them that they wish to dedicate the remainder of their lives as lay 

missionaries and in particular to return to Canada to undertake a ministry of evangelization with the Church on 

"marriage and family". 

Mark will commence a two-year master's degree in theology at John Paul II Institute in Washington D.C. beginning in 

August 2016.  Mark, Maggie and their three adopted children will be moving from Ethiopia to Washington D.C. 

Mark is the son of Monsignor Gerein member Alex Banga. 

3.  Pray for Rayne  

This project is in partnership with Gerald Council 6182 

Rayne Bryan was born with a form of Spina Bifida. She has defied the odds of such a disease and through medication 

coupled with family love and support can walk and enjoy life as a four year old should. 

Rayne requires $1500/month for medical supplies so that she can get through day to day life. Her family has sought 

help from health programs only to have their applications denied repeatedly. Shockingly because Rayne is "too" well 

functioning, i.e. she can walk and is not mentally affected.  

The Bryans intend to dispute the loopholes, however, in the interim they are struggling to foot the immense health 

bills. The family and their loved ones have been doing everything in their power to foot the monthly bills themselves  

The Bryans live in Spy Hill Saskatchewan.   

4.  Seminarian Warren Dungen 

This project is in partnership with St Georges Council 9655 in Prince Albert 

Warren Dungen is a married seminarian with four children attending Holy Spirit Ukrainian Catholic Seminary in Ottawa 

Ontario.  With a family, the costs are significantly higher than for a single person, therefore, the Council agreed to assist 

this family with funding during this study program.   

After this final year in the Seminary, Warren will be returning to the Eparchy in Saskatchewan.  

5.  Walter Buckingham - Health Travel Assistance 

This project is in partnership with Shellbrook Council # 9761 

Brother Walter Buckingham from Shellbrook Council has commenced cancer treatment in Mexico.  His first treatment 

took place in June and he is scheduled for a second treatment in October.  The costs for travel, accommodations etc 

are creating significant strain on his family and so his Brother Knights have agreed to partner in providing financial sup-

port.
