As a result, many people are cut
off and isolated from their family, friends and neighbors.
Some may require food and medical supplies. Some may
need a conversation or prayer. Whatever the need, Knights
are encouraged to assess and creatively support the needs of
their broader community. People are counting on us to come
through for them.
